Small Government – Leaner Budgets

Bringing Jobs to Tennessee
As Mayor of Chattanooga, Bob Corker achieved real results by using conservative free market principles. Bob transformed
Chattanooga, aggressively pursuing economic growth, which caused over $2 billion of investment into the city.

Improving Education
Bob Corker succeeded in improving the city’s nine worst-performing schools by giving merit pay bonuses to teachers who
were willing to take on tough challenges. By using the tools of the free market to bring talented educators into failing
schools, those schools showed more improvement than any others in the city.

Cutting Waste and Keeping Taxes Low
As Mayor, Bob Corker cut 250 positions from city government, the budget was balanced, and now property tax rates in
Chattanooga are the lowest since the 1950’s.

Leading the Way on Clean Energy
Thanks to Bob Corker, Chattanooga was the first city to use an experimental hydrogen fuel cell that is now plugged into the
power grid. This emerging technology has tremendous potential to  increase domestic energy production and create jobs
right here in Tennessee.
